There were eight less investigations in 2010 than there were in 2009.  This equates to a 13% decrease.  Most of the complaints were externally initiated.  Thirty-three of the investigations were initiated by citizen complaints and twenty of the fifty-three investigations were internally initiated.  
Thirty-two of the complaints were sustained.  Twenty-one of the complaints were not sustained.  
Seven investigations were ruled as proper conduct, fourteen were unfounded and one was deemed to have insufficient evidence to sustain the complaint.    
One investigation involved the use of deadly force by an officer.  

Two investigations involved complaints of excessive force.  One was substantiated and the officer was terminated.  The other investigation of excessive force was unfounded.  

Two officers were terminated, and three officers resigned in lieu of termination in 2010.  Five officers were suspended.  Twenty-one investigations resulted in an oral or written reprimand of the officer.     

Forty sworn officers and four civilians were named in complaints in 2010.  Thirteen officers were named in more than one complaint.  One officer was named in three investigations and two officers were named in four investigations.  There were no officers that had more than four complaints filed against them.  One of the officers that had four complaints was terminated.    
The remaining officers responsible for more than two (2) complaints were identified in our early warning system.
