Historic Preservation Commission
Minutes – January 8, 2020
I. Call to Order

III. Approval of Minutes  

A motion to approve the December 4, 2019 minutes was made by Ms. Barrett.  Ms. Berni seconded the motion and the motion was approved with all in favor.  
IV. Action Items
2019-10-02
316 Green Street NE
With no one present to represent the application a motion to dismiss the application without prejudice was made by Ms. Uditis.  Ms. Barrett seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion made, and seconded to dismiss the application was approved.  All were in favor.
2019-12-03
203 Maplewood Avenue NE

Staff began by characterizing the application, but stated that the application was not complete as the materials that were requested were not received by the deadline.  Ms. Corson asked that the application be dismissed without prejudice.  Angelica Sanchez, homeowner, was present and was sworn in by Ms. Corson.  Erica Acevedo, was present to translate for Ms. Sanchez and was also sworn in.    Ms. Sanchez said that she had left the materials at the front desk, but could not remember who she left them with.  She did not follow-up with staff to notify them of the drop-off.  A motion to dismiss the application without prejudice was made by Mr. Diggs.  Mr. Stainback seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion made, and seconded to dismiss the application was approved.  All were in favor.
2020-01-02
908 Branch Street NW
Staff began by reading the staff report and characterized the application.  KL Walston was present to speak in regards to the application and was sworn in by Ms. Corson.  Mr. Walston stated that he was amenable to the recommendations made by staff.  He questioned the preference of a clad window over vinyl.  Ms. Berni asked if there would be a visual difference between the two.  Ms. Corson replied that there would not be; however, that is not how the guidelines were written.  Kimberly Van Dyk, owner of 910 Branch Street NW, was present and spoke in support of the application.  She looked for appropriate materials to be used.  With no further testimony, Ms. Berni moved to adopt the staff report as findings of fact.  Ms. Downing seconded the motion and, by unanimous vote, the motion was approved.  A motion to approve the application as submitted was made by Mr. Stainback.  Mr. Diggs seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion made, and seconded to approve the application as submitted was approved.  All were in favor.  
205 Hill Street NE – reconstruction

Ms. Calandra Ricks was present to discuss the porch reconstruction at 205 Hill Street NE.  She explained the use of the full length columns, as opposed to ones that were half height and sat on top of the railing wall, based on timing and availability.  Ms. Barrett recommended that the cedar shingles be continued across the plane of the lower half of the columns.  The columns should then be trimmed out at the top of the rail to look like they are sitting on top of the railing wall.  Ms. Ricks agreed that this would be an appropriate way to finish the porch.  A motion to approve the reconstruction as amended was made by Ms. Berni.  Mr. Stainback seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion made, and seconded to approve the reconstruction as amended was approved.  All were in favor.
