BACKGROUND:  1) City Council is proposing to expand the Extraterritorial Jurisdiction to include the subject properties. Proposed development will be to City standards with the anticipation of future annexation. Development will be subject to a Development Agreement 2) Not currently in the City’s jurisdiction. Expansion of the ETJ will only extend planning powers to the area, including development review and inspections. 3) Is located within the Contentnea Creek Watershed Protected Area.  4) It is not located in the 100-year or 500-year Floodplain. 5) The SR6 and RA zoning districts are recommended.
 6) The City’s “Future Land Use Map” in our 2043 Comprehensive Plan is shown as Low Density Residential and defined as follows:

Low Density Residential – This classification allows for primarily low-density single-family residential development at a density of 4 dwellings per acre or less. Typical uses include detached single-family dwellings, some accessory dwelling units (ADU’s), and rural agricultural uses. Development may be clustered with higher density for the purpose of setting aside land within the water supply watersheds and other environmentally significant features such as protected open space.

7)  The proposed SR6 and RA districts are compatible with the Low Density Residential classification.

8) The Property located at 5327 Lamm Road (PIN 2793-22-9571.000) will convert from County AR (Agricultural Residential) to City RA (Rural Agricultural).

9) Staff recommends approval of the request.
